First Annual “Crockpot Cook-off ” 
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I am excited to share with you the 
beginning of a new worship com-
munity right here at King of Glory. 
We are only in the infant stages 
but I thought it would be helpful 
to talk about the questions which 
often come up in conversation 
when the word “contemporary” is 
used in the same sentence as 
“worship.” 

What is “contemporary” about con-
temporary worship? 

While the word contemporary usu-
ally refers to the “praise” style of 
worship, that is, a service in which 
the music is guitar-based, the me-
dia digital and the liturgy dialogi-
cal. But the contemporary move-
ment is more than changing the 
elements of the worship service for 
personal taste. Contemporary wor-
ship takes seriously Missiologists 
when they remind us that God al-
ways uses cultural means to com-
municate God’s countercultural 
message. Just as Jesus used every-
day stuff to speak in terms in 
which His message could be un-
derstood, so we, the North Ameri-
can missional church, must con-
sider communicating the same 
countercultural message using our 
culture’s mediums. So more than 
cool music, contemporary worship 
attempts to use the local musical 
styles, common technology, help-
ful language, and cultural symbols 
to communicate the countercul-
tural message of the gospel. 

Why are we starting with a service 
just once a month? And what time 
will the service take place? 

Because a quality worship service 
requires teams of people using 
their gifts of music, drama, media, 
and more. By beginning once a 
month it gives teams a chance to 

grow and prepare without over-
loading schedules. It also allows for 
word to spread about the service. 
For the service to be viable we will 
need a healthy launch team to 
commit to the service; then as at-
tendance grows we will increase 
the frequency of our services. The 
service will be held Sunday morn-
ing at 11:15 a.m. in the Activity 
Center. If the service becomes part 
of the weekly schedule, one Pastor 
will be asked to preach at all four 
services. Whew! 

Will this be Lutheran or will it look 
like the nondenominational 
churches? 

Best way to answer this is to say it 
will include both. If by Lutheran 
you mean will this service commu-
nicate Lutheran Christian beliefs, 
then “yes” absolutely. We will be 
confessional, law/gospel/
application, and communal. If by 
Lutheran you mean will it look like 
the liturgy in the traditional ser-
vice, then it will be different, 
though not un-Lutheran. The ser-
vice will hold to the classic worship 
patterns all mainline protestant 
churches recognize: Welcoming, 
Word, Meal, Sending. 

Isn’t this just feel-good, entertain-
ment worship? 

I have heard people characterize 
“praise worship” as feel-good mu-
sic. And it makes me wonder what 
the alternative is supposed to be, 
feel-bad music? One way or an-
other we create experiences within 
our worship setting which, ideally, 
help us encounter God through a 
wide range of emotions: some-
times it’s somber, sometimes it’s 
positive, prayerful, joyous, painful 
and sorrowful, and on and on.

Twenty-two computers have found their way to centers 
for the visually handicapped in Peru, Romania and Jerusa-
lem. Ed has often personally escorted these computers on 
his flights giving up his own suitcase to accommodate the 
computers' shipment. These computers are being rebuilt 
by volunteers in our church's lower level where they add 
the necessary software and hardware so the computer 
can “speak” aloud to a visually handicapped person in 
English.

The highlights of our discussions are outlined below; for more detail 
or concerns, please contact any of us serving on the Council. 

Guest – Health Cabinet for Parish Nurse Ministry. Angie Lee, San-
dra Knutson, and Chuck Beck updated the Council on the Parish 
Nurse Ministry. They presented the year-end financial report, up-
dated us on their grant proposals and the planned events and fund-
raisers for 2009. Marsha Thomas visits Victory Life Ministry and Mt. 
Olive Food Bank every Wednesday to assist with their needs, and to 
support this outreach, her salary for that day is being paid by In the 
City for Good from funds received from Church in Society. The minis-
try has interfaced with many outside organizations to find resources 
for meaningful and informative KoG presentations for all ages. 

Guest – Norris Johnson – KoG Director of Church Operations. Pre-
sented the 2009 Budget for Council’s approval in preparation for the 
upcoming Annual Meeting. 

Right of Way (ROW). The engineers have discovered that a number 
of utility lines affected will need to be placed in an easement on KoG 
property.
